The photograph should be in color and no less than 4” x 6” or 5” x 7” in size.  Please DO NOT submit letters of commendation or support from agency heads, legislators or other government officials on behalf of the regional nominee. Please DO NOT attach search warrant affidavits or newspaper articles. Your written narrative in support of the candidate will be the only thing considered in the committee’s decision.

On a date and time to be announced, a regional representative MAY be asked to make a presentation on behalf of the nominee to the Narcotic Officer of the Year Committee.  This presentation, by a single representative, is to provide any additional information, if needed, regarding the nominee and answer questions of the committee members.  Please do not bring any charts, photographs or any other type of audio visual aid to the presentation.
